Using the robe as a screen so that none could 
see us, he expounded the Diamond Sutra to me. When he 
came to the sentence 'One should use one's mind in such a 
way that it will be free of any attachment', I at once became 
thoroughly enlightened and realized that all things in the 
entire universe are the essence of mind itself. 
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4 Ang. 'To be free of any attachments'  means not to 
abide in form or matter, not to abide in sound, not to abide in 
delusion, not to abide in enlightenment, not to abide in the 
quintessence, not to abide in the attribute. 'To use the mind' 
means to let the One Mind, the universal mind manifest itself. 
When we let our mind dwell on piety or on evil, piety or evil 
manifests itself. But our Essence of Mind, primordial mind is 
thereby obscured. But when our mind dwells on nothing, we 
realize that all the worlds of the ten quarters are nothing but 
the manifestation of One Mind.
